In 2015 General Elections, a total of 5878 candidates were competing for 1121 seats in
all 3 Hluttaws - Amyotha Hluttaw, Pyithu Hluttaw and State and Region Hluttaw. In
addition, 161 candidates competed for 29 seats of Ethnic Affair Ministers. Therefore,
in total 6039 competed for the total seats of 1150. These data were obtained from the
announcements and election results data of UEC.



Amyotha Hluttaw (Upper house of Parliament)

For 168 seats in Amyotha Hluttaw, 886 candidates were competing during 2015
General Elections. Constituencies for Amyotha Hluttaw are based on Myanmar’s 14
States and Regions, which will each elect 12 representatives. Within each state/region,
constituencies for Amyotha Hluttaw are based on township boundaries. In
states/regions where the number of townships is less than 12, the Union Election
Commission (UEC) has split the most populated townships into two constituencies. In
states/regions where the number of townships is more than 12, the UEC has created
electoral districts by combining the townships with the lowest populations into larger
constituencies. The UEC has used data collected from the 2014 national census to
determine constituencies for the upper house.

The Commander-in-Chief of the Defence Services appointed 56 Members of

Parliament from the military, which is equivalent to 25% of the seats in the upper

house.

Pyithu Hluttaw (Lower house of Parliament)

For 323 seats in Pyithu Hluttaw, 1734 candidates were competing during 2015 General

Elections.

Constituencies for the lower house are based on Myanmar’s township boundaries and
therefore each of the 330 townships in Myanmar was to elect one representative to
Pyithu Hluttaw. However, 7 townships were excluded due to armed insurgencies in
Shan State namely Kyethi, Monghsu, Mongman, Pangsang, Pangwaun, Monglar and
Narphan and there are 323 constituencies in the Pyithu Hluttaw. The remaining seats
(25%) are representatives from military appointed by Commander-in-Chief of the
Defence Services (N=110).

State and Region Hluttaws

For 630 seats in State and Region Hluttaw, 3258 candidates were competing during
2015 General Elections.

In each of the 14 State and Region Hluttaw, constituencies are based on the number
of townships in a given state/region, with each township divided into two
constituencies. A representative was elected from each constituency that was
formed. Therefore, the total number of constituency was to be 660 since the country
has 330 townships. However, 14 constituencies (2 each from 7 townships in Shan
State with armed conflicts) and 16 Constituencies (2 each from 8 Naypyitaw Council
Townships) were excluded, and therefore there are 630 constituencies in 14 States
and Regions. In addition, the Commander-in-Chief of the Defence Services appointed
220 military Members of Parliament to State/Region Hluttaw in order to make up one-
third of the total seats.
